About the position:  This position is located in the Diving Systems Certification Division, SEA 00C4, Office of the Director of Ocean Engineering Supervisor of Salvage and Diving, SEA 00C, Naval Sea Systems Command (NAVSEA).  SEA 00C is a special mission office, reporting to Commander, Naval Sea Systems Command.  The Division is responsible for providing technical management and policy guidance for a wide range of ocean engineering, diving policy, diving life support systems, diving equipment, and salvage programs.  The Diving Certification mission, in direct support of CNO diving safety directives, is to ensure all Navy and applicable DOD diving life support systems and diving related equipment meet stringent material and performance requirements.  This is achieved through implementation of quality assurance/quality control, design criteria and procedures as established in the U. S. Navy Diving and Manned Hyperbaric Systems Safety Certification Manual.  In addition to managing the Navy Diving System Certification Program, the division acts as the System Certification Authority for Marine Corps, Army, Coast Guard, and Special Operations Force Command.  This position is that of a Diving Safety Program Manager, with emphasis placed diving/hyperbaric systems design, fabrication, test, operations and maintenance.  The incumbent assists the System Certification Authority by independently developing, implementing and managing the system certification programs for U.S. Navy Saturation Diving systems, shipboard and portable diving systems, hyperbaric systems, deep dive systems and attendant handling systems.  The incumbent also provides assistance to the System Certification Authority for Submarines and Deep Submergence Systems (SEA 07Q), in the survey and audit of diving and hyperbaric systems under their cognizance.  The applicant must have been a previously qualified Navy Master Diver, with Saturation diving experience.  Reviews, evaluates and inspects complex diving life support systems, including saturation deep diving systems, submarine and Deep Submergence Diver Life Support Systems (DLSS), ship borne or transportable hyperbaric facilities and attendant handling systems to verify their capability to provide a high degree of personnel safety throughout the specified diving operations. Serves as Navy certification expert on saturation, submarine and Deep Submergence DLSS and equipment.  The incumbent reviews system design, fabrication, testing, operation and maintenance, as well as, the contractual and program documentation for compliance with Navy's Diving and Hyperbaric System Safety Certification Program.  The incumbent oversees at-sea, manned, certification demonstration dives to ensure that systems are safe for manned use.  Should an emergency arise during these manned demonstration dives, the incumbent has the knowledge, skills and ability to assume control of the dive in order to prevent serious injury to Navy personnel, or damage to valuable equipment.  The incumbent conducts manufacturing QA/QC audits of companies performing diving life support system equipment manufacturing.  Reviews and recommends approval of specifications, drawings and procedures submitted by military and commercial activities relative to fabrication, cleaning, testing and repair of DOD diving equipment to determine adequacy relative to certification requirements.
The individual selected must be eligible for and maintain a SECRET security clearance.
