2015 SSRAC Meeting Information

1. The 2015 SSRAC meeting for review of proposed FY17 NAVSEA Standard Items will be held from  27-31 July 2015, at the Virginia Advanced Shipbuilding and Carrier Integration Center (VASCIC) (2401 West Avenue, Newport News, VA, 23607).
 2.  The Navy has made some significant updates to the NAVSEA Standard Items (NSIs) to promote safety and process improvements.  While these updates were considered necessary to improving the Navy maintenance processes, they also generated churn.  Recognizing this churn, CNRMC intends to review and adjudicate all change proposals but only plans to implement those change proposals that lower cost, reduce churn or are safety related. All remaining proposals will be implemented with the FY 18 update to the NAVSEA Standard Items.
 3.  Milestone dates for the meeting are as follows:
a.        22 May 2015:  Cutoff date for attendee registration. Please download/complete the 2015 (FY17) SSRAC Registration Form and submit	to ssrac@navy.mil prior to 22 May 2015
b.      22 May 2015:  Cutoff date for submission of Change Proposals to the SSRAC Coordinator.
c.       29 June 2015:  SSRAC Coordinator will provide draft agenda to scheduled attendees, identify subcommittees, designate subcommittee chairpersons, and provide proposed changes and back up data via e-mail attachments.
[bookmark: _GoBack]d.      28 July 2015:  Convene SSRAC meeting (General Assembly).  Some subcommittees may start on 27 July 2015 in order to have time to review all NSI’s by the end of the week.
4.  Each participating activity (e.g., SWRMC, PSNS-IMF, NAVSEA 04, SUPSHIP Bath, Norfolk Naval Shipyard, VSRA, AMMA, SCA) is limited to 2 attendee’s per subcommittee.  Industry representatives are encouraged to participate and provide advice but will not be allowed to participate in any decision making.

b.       Submissions should be e-mailed to ssrac@navy.mil .  The SSRAC Coordinator will take action on minor administrative changes, but all "major" proposals will be assigned a SSRAC Number and will be referred to the appropriate subcommittee for action.
