1. The Weapon System Explosives Safety Review Board (WSESRB) met 21 May 1998 to review the proposed system safety program for the Modular Cargo Delivery Station (MCDS) ships for concurrence with Underway Replenishment (UNREP) operations. Attendees are listed in enclosure (1). A brief system description is provided in enclosure (2).





2. Representatives of the Naval Sea Systems Command (NAVSEASYSCOM) , and the Military Sealift Command (MSC) gave a presentation highlighting the program background, management, system design, training, and scope of the system safety program.





3. Based on the presentation, the WSESRB notes that the MCDS Program appears to be addressing the appropriate safety issues, however, a final assessment will require a review of the safety program results. The WSESRB requests that the MCDS Program perform the following:





a. Provide copies of MSC instructions for inspections, including criteria and preparations for deployment to the Naval Ordnance Canter (NAVORDCEN) , Code N71 for review.





b. Investigate alternatives to the HALON firefighting equipment. The WSESRB notes that HALON is now banned and is no longer In production or will be out of production in accordance with the Montreal Protocol of 1996.





c. Ensure that the Hazards of Electromagnetic Radiation to Ordnance (HERO) survey includes all classes of MCDS ships.





d. Investigate the placement of MCDS training courses under the CNET umbrella for certification, routine reviews and upgrades.





e. Include the Not-Ready-For-Issue retrograde ordnance as part of the hazard analyses.
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f. Ensure that any materiel used or handled by the MCDS ships that meets the definition of hazardous was are managed in accordance with the Resources Conservation and Recovery Act (RCRA) and military munitions rule. Contact the ordnance Environmental Support Office (OESO), Code OE7 (Ms. Sherry McCahill) at (301) 743-4450 for guidance on this issue.





g. Identify hazardous materials, in addition to ordnance, that may be carried as cargo on MCDS ships. Ensure that any hazardous materials carried by MCDS ships are handled in accordance with applicable regulations and shipboard personnel are properly trained in the handling and emergency procedures for those materials.





h. Determine the applicability of a Programmatic Environmental, Safety and Health Evaluation to the MCDS ships. Contact NAVSEASYSCOM, Code OOT, Ms. Iona Evans, for guidance and recommendations with regard to applicability.





4. At the next review, the WSESRB requests that the MCDS Program present the following:





a. The analyses performed and their results, including the recommended actions to mitigate the hazards.





b. The matrix of MCDS ship compliance with the requirements of OP-4, Ammunition Afloat.





c. The estimated net explosive weight for each class of MCDS ship.





d. Summary of past mishap data for Vertical Replenishment (VERTREP) and Connected Replenishment (CONREP).





e. Documentation that requires specific training for Naval Reserve and union maritime personnel manning the MCDS ships. Include a matrix showing mandatory training for each watchstation.
