 Inventory Report Format

1.  Purpose.  This instruction promulgates standard allowances of portable Ordnance Handling Equipment (OHE) for Amphibious Warfare Ships.  

2.  Cancellation.  NAVSEAINST 10490.1C of 9 February 1998 is cancelled.

3.  Allowances.  Enclosure (1) lists the ships in each class. Enclosure (2) sets forth the allowances of OHE required on board Amphibious Warfare Ships in support of handling of weapons under the cognizance of NAVSEASYSCOM.  These allowances will be reflected in the applicable Coordinated Shipboard Allowance Lists (COSAL).  It is emphasized that the allowances herein are in addition to any ship allowances documented on an Individual Material Readiness List (IMRL).  IMRL equipment is provided in accordance with NAVAIRINST 13650.1C and is subject to the inventory and allowance control procedures described therein. 

4.  Action 

    a.  If usage indicates an allowance should be changed, an Allowance Change Request (ACR) (NAVSUP Form 1220-2) should be submitted in accordance with reference (a), via the chain of command to the Director, Naval Surface Warfare Center (NSWC) Indian Head Division, Detachment Earle (Code 71PM).  

    b.  Requisitions for shortages of equipment created by these allowance changes should be submitted to the nearest Fleet and Industrial Supply Center in accordance with reference (b).  

    c.  A wall-to-wall inventory of all equipment specified herein shall be performed annually during the period of 1 August to 31 October.  Inventory results are to be submitted by message or email in the format shown on enclosure (3) to appropriate Type Commander and NSWC Indian Head Division, Detachment Earle (Code 71PM).
