Tow Plan Requirements

The applicant must provide a detailed towing plan that follows the Navy Tow Manual requirements and criteria, and contains specific information concerning the tow of the vessel from where it is currently located to a temporary (if used) and permanent mooring site.  The Tow Plan must address the following:

· Ship stability (gm) 

· Flooding alarms 

· Dewatering procedures 

· Watertight integrity 

· Condition of propellers and rudders (locked/removed) 

· Trim and drafts 

· Boarding crew prep (emergency equipment, lights) 

· Tug arrangements (hawser type/size) 

· Tow route 

· Emergency anchoring system 

· Harbor assist and pilotage 

· Schedule/timeline current tidal condition 

· Weather contingencies 

· Emergency procedures 

· Primary tow vessel

· Padeye/pendant/jewelry

· Secondary tow vessel

· Padeye/pendant/jewelry
