Probably unlike any other
West Point summer intern-
ship, Cadet Geoffrey Hewitt,
of Corona, spent his summer
at a Navy base.
With the Army-Navy foot-

ball game looming Dec. 11,
that pairing might seem un-
likely. But the friendly ser-
vice rivalry was put aside
during the summer to fight a
common enemy in the war
on terror — the threat of
improvised explosive de-
vices.
Hewitt, 22, who will gradu-

ate this month, interned for
three weeks at the Naval
Surface Warfare Center, Co-
rona Division, in Norco,
where he worked with ex-
perts on pattern analysis and
used mathematics to predict
when enemy forces are most
likely to attackArmy combat
units with IEDs.
His mom, Laura Hewitt,

heads NSWCCorona’s Force
Training Analysis and As-
sessment Division and sug-
gested her son work at the
base where his late father,
Clifford Hewitt, and she met
years ago as young engi-
neers. Hewitt intends to be-
come the third generation of
engineers in the Hewitt fam-
ily, but the cadet plans for
his career to be in Army
engineering.
“He was the ultimate in-

tern,” said Taylor Cole, who
mentored the cadet in the
pattern analysis section at
the base. Cole said Hewitt
added a new dimension — a
military mind-set — that
other interns from area uni-

versities lacked in previous
internships. “He’s got the
mind-set to do what we do
here. Geoff has all the tools,”
Cole said. A command per-
formance even if he’s still in
college.
Top guns run in theHewitt
family. CadetHewittwon the
academy’s Top Gun Award
for mathematics in his soph-
omore year. And early in her
career, his mom provided
battle group assessment to
the Top Gun naval training
range at Miramar, the top
naval aviator training school
portrayed in the Hollywood
blockbuster, Top Gun, star-
ringTom“Maverick” Cruise.
Cadet Hewitt’s internship
took him to a different train-
ing destination, however,
Fort Polk, La., where the
NSWC team conducted anal-
ysis work for Army brigades
preparing for combat tours
in Afghanistan.
“You have to see Geoff,”

the proudmother said of her
burly son. She said her son,
at 6-foot-1 and 245 pounds,
cut an imposing figureon the
base where mostly govern-
ment scientists, engineers
andmathematicians work in
and around three premier
laboratories and assessment
centers.
The vaunted defensive
lineman, who chose West
Point from amongmany oth-
er universities offering aca-
demic and athletic schol-
arships, played his junior
year, but his football career
was later sidelined by a back
injury. The cadet is the
“runt” of the Hewitt sons,
with two older brothers
standing at 6-foot-5.
Now back in the swing of a
hectic class schedule, Hewitt
said the internship was re-
warding. “I really enjoyed
my experience working at
NSWC Corona over the sum-
mer. I learned a lot, and it

was great getting a first-
hand account on what our
civilian counterparts are do-
ing to help in our efforts
against the war on terror.”
The cadet took theanalyti-
cal workload in stride, too.
“West Point is far more in-
tense,” he said of the endless
homework and long days
with little sleep. “When you
play football (at the acade-
my), you’re constantly catch-
ing up.”
He said he’s looking for-
ward to the fall season and
summed up his feelings this
way, “Go Army football!”
West Point’s 4,000 cadets
are nominated by members
of Congress or by the De-
partment of Army, and must
serve a minimum of five
years on active duty upon
graduation. Hewitt, an star
athlete at Corona’s Santiago
High School, was nominated
by U.S. Rep. Ken Calvert,
R-Corona.

The city of Riverside has
extended the deadline to
Dec. 15 to apply for seats on
the charter review commit-
tee and several city boards
and commissions.
