tion,” said Gena Telfer, who is
on the event committee.
“Even some of the vendors go
frompowwow to powwowand
that is their main source of
income.”
Thousands of Indians are

known to make their liveli-
hood by traveling the pow-
wow circuit that starts in May
of each year.
The Grand Entry, which

includes all contestants, is a
feature event of every pow-

wow. The parade of color and
sound signifies the opening of
each session and includes all
participants entering the are-
na, led by an eagle staff and
followed by the entrance of
flag bearers and visiting dig-
nitaries.
Saturday’s grand entries

are at 1:30 and 7 p.m. and will
be at 1 p.m. Sunday. The
powwow ends at 11 p.m. Fri-
day, midnight on Saturday
and 7 p.m. Sunday — when
winners will be announced.
Twelve northern- and

southern-style drum groups
will accompany the estimated
400 dancers and also will be
given a chance to play for

judges. Competitive dances
include traditional, fancy,
grass, chicken, jingle and
fancy shawl. Each dance has
characteristic regalia and
specific footwork.
The free event, at 23333

Soboba Road in San Jacinto,
takes place in the shady stadi-
um behind the casino. Ven-
dors encircle the outer perim-
eter of the arena and offer
food, jewelry and many hand-
made Native American items.
