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I
n the Inland Empire we have an
unemployment rate in the dou-
ble digits. Depending on which

expert you choose to believe, the
number of men and women either
unemployed, underemployed or
have given up looking for work can
be anywhere from 12 to 25 percent
of our availableworkforce. Theper-
centage of individuals in their late
teens and early twenties is even
higher. You may dispute these sta-
tistics but fewwill argue the econo-
my is in a bad state with little rea-
son to be optimistic.
This presents a fairly common

situation I see in my counseling
practice. A young woman in her
early twentieswill come intomy of-
fice and tell me about this wonder-
fulman she hasmet. He’s perfect in
every way except he’s still living
with his parents, hasn’t finished or
attempted college and has been out
of work for over a year. Thewoman
goes on to state how compatible
they are but ends the conversation
with “But I don’t know if I want to
become involved with a guy who
doesn’t have a job?”
Most of these young women are

employed themselves and wonder
if the object of their affections is
without a job because of the econo-
my or if they are just plain lazy.
Great questionandadifficult one to
answer.
There is nothing wrong with
moving back home with mom and
dad ifmaking endsmeet is difficult.
Seems half the young adults in our
county are in this dilemma. So by
itself this fact should not be a deal
breaker. What is more telling is
whether or not the young man has
earnestly been looking for work or
attempting to further their educa-
tion or training.
If the statements he makes are
punctuated with “the economy
sucks so I don’t even bother to look
anymore.” There is a problem. Or
“School isn’t my thing and I just
knowwhat Iwant to do.” This state-
ment suggests their situation is
hopeless and they lack the motiva-
tion to do what it takes to improve
their position. College is not for ev-
eryone. But there are lots of train-
ing and certification programs that
allow young adults to get the skills
theywill need to bemore attractive
to potential employers.
I would not assume a young man

18 to 25 years of age who is out of
work is unmotivated but I would be
very cautious if they have absolute-
ly no plan to make things better. It
may be hard to avoid becoming dis-
couraged but even depressed men
and women can put effort into be-
coming employable.
At a minimum a resume should
have already been put together and
posted on appropriate websites.
Pride should have been swallowed
long ago to the point they have
asked friends and relatives if they
know anyone who might be hiring?
In my life I have never seen a more
brutal employment picture but a
quick read a person’s character is
the way they tackle adversity.

JOBLESS LOVER:

Many of the more
than 540 national wildlife refuges
have been paid for all or in part by
duck stamp funds. Since 1934, Fed-
eral Duck Stamps have generated
more than $670 million used to pre-
servemore than 5.2million acres of
wetlands habitat in the United
States.
“Waterfowl includes birds with

webbed feet—swans, geese, ducks,
teals, and mergansers — and

grebes, which have lobed feet.
There are more than 60 species in
the North American waterfowl
group,” said McKernan. “During
the presentation, I’ll lead visitors
into ourLife in theAir gallery sowe
can look at many of these species
on display.”
Each year’s duck stamp design is

chosen through a federal art com-
petition. The top entries from the
2011contest will be on exhibit at the
countymuseumduring the 29th an-
nual Wildlife Art Festival, Nov. 19
and 20.

one of five waterfowl species: wood
duck, mallard, blue-winged teal,
cinnamon teal, or gadwall.

A high priority in the early
church was the idea that the
admission of sin was the starting
point for doing better. The indi-
vidual who wanted to make
amends for his sins was often
given some task to perform as a
penance. The individual might
be asked to pray for forty hours
or to fast for three days in
absolute silence. It was difficult
for people to do these things in
their normal surroundings.
Many churches set aside a sepa-
rate room for this purpose. It
was natural to call this a peniten-
tiary. After many centuries this
term came to be used for a place
to put lawbreakers. But I think
the lesson is not so much in the
use of words but in the fact that
the early church promoted the
practice of confession of sin as
the starting point for doing bet-
ter. And also, the fact that the
confession of sins should result
in changed behavior or attitude.
