Central Contractor Registration (CCR)
You must be registered in the Central Contractor Registration (CCR) to be awarded a contract from the Department of Defense (DOD). (Exception: under $3,000 purchase card (credit card) procurements are exempt from this requirement.)

Commercial and Government Entity (CAGE) Code

You must register in the Central Contractor Registration (CCR) system to obtain a Commercial and Government Entity (CAGE) Code.  The CAGE Code request process is now incorporated in the CCR registration process.
