If you only want to view Navy solicitations, the FedBizOpps web site is linked to the Navy Electronic Commerce On-line (NECO) website:  https://www.neco.navy.mil    

You can find each Navy activity and access the solicitations for just that activity.  This greatly simplifies tracking procurements posted by your local Navy activity as well as all other Navy commands, because it separates the Navy solicitations from all of the other government agency listings.  Successful Navy contractors watch the NECO every week for procurements they can bid on, and that they think they have a good chance to win.  

SeaPort-e (Enhanced) Contracting Portal
For services requirements only (as opposed to products requirements).  Solicitations for Engineering Services  with an estimated value of over $150,000 are normally posted on SeaPort-e.  http://www.seaport.navy.mil/default.aspx
To sign up to be a prime contractor in SeaPort-e, you must watch for a “rolling admissions” opportunity to come around approximately once per year, then act fast with your proposal submission on the following website:  http://www.seaport.navy.mil/default.aspx
