Naval Undersea Warfare Center to host Over 400 students for 
“Bring a Child to Work Day”

Over 400 children between the ages of 9-17 are expected to attend “Bring a Child to Work Day” hosted by the Naval Undersea Warfare Center (NUWC) Division Newport on April 23, 2010.  The annual event will run from 9 a.m. until 1 p.m. on the NUWC grounds. 
“Bring a Child to Work Day” offers demonstrations and “hands-on” activities designed to expose children to the world of science and engineering.  Activities include the Chemistry Magic Show, a demonstration of the interaction of various chemicals in a laboratory setting, and the Naval Aviation demonstration, in which children may learn about life aboard an aircraft carrier. In the “Sub Combat Systems- Defending Our Nation” tour, children will view the latest in combat system technology and meet sailors who operate these complex systems. A 3-D simulation of a submarine control room will conclude the interactive tour. 

“Bring a Child to Work Day” is one of the many community outreach programs offered to Rhode Island and New Bedford, Mass., students. Other NUWC-run outreach programs include the Engineering Club, Science Club, MATHCOUNTS, For Inspiration and Recognition of Science and Technology (FIRST) robotics, Undersea Technology Apprentice Program (UTAP), and Bring A Future Engineer to Work Day.  The 
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educational programs are designed to provide real world examples of students’ coursework in math and science.
