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Local Engineer Wins Prestigious Flemming Award


Glenn T. Donovan, of Bristol, R.I., an electronics engineer at the Naval Undersea Warfare Center (NUWC) in Newport, was named the winner of the 2010 Arthur S. Flemming Award for Applied Science, Engineering and Mathematics. 

Presented by the Arthur S. Flemming Awards Commission and George Washington University, this distinguished award program has recognized excellence in the federal service for more than 60 years. 

Donovan, who holds a bachelor’s degree in electrical engineering from the Worcester Polytechnic Institute in Massachusetts and a master’s in engineering from Brown University in Rhode Island, works in the Autonomous and Defensive System Department at NUWC Newport. 
Over the past eight years, Donovan has developed a cutting-edge autonomous underwater vehicle (AUV) navigation method for the Navy.  The method, which he named INSPEC (Inertial Navigation System Position Error Correction), represents an advance in AUV navigation enabling almost any AUV to accurately navigate for longer periods without the need to surface.
