Local Engineer Wins Prestigious Award

Lynn Antonelli, of Cranston, R.I., an engineer at the Naval Undersea Warfare Center (NUWC) in Newport, was named the winner of the 2009 Arthur S. Flemming Award in the Applied Science, Engineering and Mathematics category. Antonelli, who holds a doctorate in Electrical Engineering from the University of Rhode Island, is currently an electrical engineer in the Sensors and Sonar Systems Department at NUWC Newport. 

Antonelli is a world leader in the science of remote, aerial sensing of underwater sound, and has made major technological advances enabling acoustic sensing beyond the realm of traditional acoustic transducers. She has demonstrated that the basic physics underlying the detection concept are viable with useful receiver sensitivity and has demonstrated the ability to localize underwater sound sources.
In 2008, she achieved a "world's first" as she recorded the hydro-acoustic signature of a ventilated supercavity using NUWC Newport's novel laser sensor 
optical design.  Her development of this optical sensor design represents a major advancement, making acoustic sensing possible at unprecedented vehicle speeds.

Presented by the Arthur S. Flemming Awards Commission and the George Washington University, this notable 62-year old distinguished award program recognizes excellence in the federal service.
Antonelli will receive her award at the Arthur S. Flemming Award ceremony scheduled for Monday, June 14, 2010 at George Washington University in Washington D.C.
