Local Engineer Wins Prestigious National Defense Industry Association Award


Gerard M. Exley, of Baltic, Conn., a technical department head at the Naval Undersea Warfare Center (NUWC) in Newport, R.I., was named the winner of the National Defense Industrial Association (NDIA) sponsored Vice Admiral Charles B. Martell-David Bushnell Award. 

This prestigious NDIA award, granted annually, is given to an individual who has made outstanding technical contributions to the defense preparedness of the United States in the field of undersea warfare.

Exley, who holds a doctorate in electrical engineering from the University of Connecticut, is currently the head of NUWC Newport’s Undersea Warfare Electromagnetic Systems Department.  In this role, Exley conducts and manages a full spectrum program for undersea warfare (USW)  communications and electromagnetic systems including antennas, periscopes, electronic information warfare, communications, electro-optics systems, and electromagnetic compatibility for submarines, unmanned underwater vehicles (UUVs), unmanned aerial vehicles (UAVs), unmanned surface vehicles (USVs), USW networks, and distributed USW systems and sensors.
Exley’s 28-year career has been characterized by a unique combination of experience as researcher, leader, and teacher.  He was cited for his numerous technological breakthroughs that have furthered the science of submarine communications and established a new standard for future research. Exley’s contributions to the Navy’s submarine communications modernization effort have gained him national recognition as a premier authority and played a pivotal role in guiding the U.S. Submarine Force into the 21st century.
Additionally, Exley has been elected to the Connecticut Academy of Science and Engineering (CASE) and will be inducted on May 25. Founded in 1976, CASE is a nonprofit institution that provides unbiased, expert advice on science and technology-related issues to Connecticut state government and other institutions. The academy is limited to 250 members, who must live or work in Connecticut. New members are elected by the current membership based on scientific distinction achieved through significant original contribution in theory or application and/or unusual accomplishments in the pioneering of new and developing fields of applied science and technology.

NUWC Newport is one of two divisions of the Naval Undersea Warfare Center. NUWC Newport’s mission is to provide research, development, test and evaluation, engineering and fleet support for submarines, autonomous underwater systems, undersea offensive and defensive weapons systems, and countermeasures. NUWC’s other division is located in Keyport, Wash.
