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Local NUWC Engineer Named in Top 200 Most Influential Hispanics in Technology

Carlos Godoy, of Middletown, R.I., an electrical engineer at the Naval Undersea Warfare Center (NUWC) in Newport, has been selected as one of the “Top 200 Most Influential Hispanics in Technology” by the editors of Hispanic Engineer & Information Technology magazine. 
According to the publication's editors, they conduct extensive research on thousands of employees from corporations and government agencies until they ultimately select the "Top 200" based on excellence in their work, strong commitment to their communities, and leadership as role models.
Godoy, who holds a bachelor’s and a master’s in electrical engineering from Tufts University in Massachusetts, is the chief scientist for undersea systems simulation and analysis in the Torpedo Systems Department at NUWC Newport.  He leads all NUWC Newport-level efforts related to modeling and simulation.
Godoy’s specialty is target physics and target modeling for hull-mounted sonar and weapons systems.  Godoy was involved in the design of a new acoustical stealth sail for the Virginia-class submarine, and he helped develop the first high-speed supercavitating acoustically homing torpedo.

Godoy has also played a major role in increasing the hiring and retention of engineers and scientists of Hispanic descent at NUWC Newport.  He is a charter member in the Department of the Navy's (DoN) Advisory Council on Hispanic Employment.

NUWC Division Newport’s mission is to provide research, development, test and evaluation, engineering and fleet support for submarines, autonomous underwater systems, undersea offensive and defensive weapons systems, and countermeasures.
