BACKGROUND: The Unmanned Anti-Submarine Warfare (ASW) Support Facility project (Military Construction project P-082), will demolish the interior of a World War II-era building and construct a new interior to create partial second and full third floors within the high-bay portion of the waterfront building.  The renovated 18,000-square foot facility will provide state-of-the-art Narragansett Bay range operations, tracking, and a display center for development of tactical concepts of operations for undersea warfare development systems and technologies.  It will also provide improved diver support facilities to accommodate requirements for operating unmanned undersea and surface vehicles on Narragansett Bay.

NUWC is the Navy's full-spectrum research, development, test, and evaluation, engineering and fleet support center for submarines, autonomous underwater systems, and weapons systems associated with undersea warfare.
