For more than sixty years, the Navy has
donated historic and other ships as
museums and memorials pursuant to the
ship donation statute, Title 10 USC 7306.
Transfers are at no cost to the U.S.
government. The Donee assumes title and
all ownership costs of restoration,
preservation, maintenance, operation as a
static ship museum for public display,
periodic dry-docking, and ultimately ship
disposal. There are currently 47 museum
ships donated by the U.S. Navy located in 23
states. A significant challenge for ship
museums is the responsibility for
preservation of underwater hulls of water-
born vessels.
